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If There Is An Injury:
An injury to a person can result in the loss of blood or other bodily fluids.  Contact with another person’s blood or bodily fluids can be a source of exposure to blood-borne pathogens.  Whenever possible, you should avoid contacting blood or other bodily fluids unless wearing the proper personal protective equipment, such as gloves.

What To Do:
For a serious injury





Medical Emergency  -  9-911

Seek medical attention by calling an ambulance or by arranging transportation to a medical facility.


If there is a release of blood or other bodily fluids, contact the instructor or supervisor for instructions.


Avoid contacting blood or bodily fluids unless wearing the proper personal protective equipment.

For a minor injury 


Have a trained person administer first aid if proper safety precautions can be observed.

OR 

The injured person may be able to attend to the injury him/herself and avoid bringing others into contact with the blood.


If there is a release of blood or other bodily fluids, contact the instructor or supervisor for instructions.


Avoid contacting blood or bodily fluids unless wearing the proper personal protective equipment.

First Aid Kits:

All areas should have access to a first kit.  First aid kits should be equipped with a pair of latex gloves, 
a CPR mouth barrier, and antiseptic wipes.
