Job Safety Analysis

Three basic steps:

« Each job broken down into a sequence of
steps. Each step describes the actions of
the job as that job is performed.

 Each step is examined to find and identify
hazards. (actions, conditions,possibilities
that could lead to accident)



Job Safety Analysis (steps)

e Recommended actions or procedures
are determined for each hazard. Can
become a guideline for actions
necessary to eliminate or reduce
hazards.
