Based on the initial inquiry, a determination

may be made that the information presented

does not constitute a policy violation or 200

insufficient evidence exists to continue the
investigation.

Interview Witnesses

The Office of Civil Rights and
Investigations will conduct
interviews with potential
witnesses and pertinent
individuals.

Review of Information

The information collected will be reviewed by the
Office of Civil Rights and Investigations. From all
witnesses interviewed and documentation gathered, a
report will be generated. Both parties will have an

opportunity to review the draft report for final
comment.
