These are the first cases of HPAI in a livestock operation in Idaho. The affected facili-
ty recently imported cattle from another state that has identified cases of HPAI in
cattle, which suggests the virus may be transmitted from cow-to-cow, in addition to
previous reports indicating cattle were acquiring the virus from infected birds.

) L R The primary concern with this diagnosis is on-farm production losses, as the disease
has been associated with decreased milk production. Symptoms of HPAI in cattle include: Drop in milk
production, loss of appetite, changes in manure consistency, thickened or colostrum-like milk, low-grade
fever...”.
