With fair at the end 
of the month, the pressure is on to be prepared.  During this busy 
time, don’t forget to take care of yourself, youth, and your animals.  
Here are some tips for surviving the hot weather.   

Working with Animals: 

• Provide access to clean water at all times 

• Provide shelter or shade 

• Work your animals during the cooler morning and late evening 
hours 

• Give animals space to spread out to increase air movement 

• Avoid hauling animals when possible 

For People (modified from University of Kansas Health System): 

• Wear light-colored, loose fitting clothing 

• Wear sunscreen 

• Drink water 

• Take frequent water breaks 

• Rest indoors during the hottest parts of the day 

• Keep reusable water bottles clean 

Remember to take care of yourself and your animals, as well as  
reminding others.
