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Character Counts 
One of the things people tell us that they hope their child gets out of 4-H is to be a 

good, ethical person.  As we go into the summer months and head toward fair       sea-

son, it is a good time to think about the way we present ourselves, adults and youth, 

to the world.  Ethics can be a big topic for young minds to wrap their heads around, 

but in 4-H we talk about this by discussing character.  Specifically, we use something 

called the 6 Pillars of Character.   

Established by the Josephson Institute of Ethics, the 6 Pillars of Character help youth 

put into words and discuss the ethical challenges that we face every day.  You may 

have seen the 6 Pillars of Character listed in curriculum or in the front of 4-H record 

books over the years, but never really stopped to read them.  They are really im-

portant though in helping our youth grow into responsible adults that are leaders in 

their communities.  Let’s review the 6 Pillars of Character as they appear in the pro-

ject record books: 

 Trustworthiness – Be honest. Don’t deceive, cheat or steal. Be reliable – do what 

you say you’ll do. Have the courage to do the right thing. Build a good reputation. 

Be loyal – stand by your family, friends and country. 

 Respect – Treat others with respect. Be tolerant of differences. Use good man-

ners, not bad language. Be considerate of the feelings of others. Don’t threaten, 

hit or hurt anyone. Deal peacefully with anger, insults, & disagreements. 

 Responsibility – Do what you are supposed to do. Persevere: keep on trying! Al-

ways do your best. Use self-control, be self-disciplined. Think before you act – con-

sider the consequences. 

 Fairness – Play by the rules. Take turns and share. Be open-minded; listen to oth-

ers. Don’t take advantage of others carelessly. 

 Caring – Be kind. Be compassionate and show you care. Express gratitude. For-

give others. Help people in need. 

 Citizenship – Do your share to make your school and community better. Cooper-

ate. Get involved in community affairs. Stay informed; vote. Be a good neighbor. 

Obey laws and rules. Respect authority. Protect the environment. 

We recommend having a discussion at a club meeting to go over the 6 Pillars of Char-

acter.  One way that you could do this is to break the group up into 6 groups, assign 

each group a Pillar, and have each group discuss and report back on their Pillar. Ask 

follow up questions at the end about if they think any of these are more or less im-

portant.  Another activity is the Animal Science Lesson Plan:  Ethics: Pillars of Charac-

ter.  There is also a New Jersey 4-H Leaders Training document and a series of 

handouts from the 4-H Military Partnership that are great resources on the 6 Pillars of 

Character.  No matter what, please remember that our end goal with 4-H is to help 

develop the next generation of leaders in our community, country, and world.  So let’s 

help make sure that they are ethical and have good character.
