Classroom Technology Update 

CCTS has worked over fall recess and winter recess to complete upgrades to 
classrooms. Additional classrooms will be completed throughout the semester and 
over the summer.  

 Enhanced multimedia classrooms: MCCL 315, ALB 112, & ALB 212 have the 
same functionality but new equipment. These rooms include a ceiling 
microphone and two monitors at the lectern. This type of upgrade will also 
happen in AD 326 during spring recess. 

 Enhanced multimedia plus classrooms: EP 205 & EP 209 have all new 
equipment and the addition of auto-tracking cameras to improve Zoom or 
Microsoft Teams experiences for those joining from a distance. These same 
upgrades are planned for AD 227 during spring recess, and ALB 201 and ED 
141 over the summer. 

 TLC 028 has received a facelift with new equipment while preserving the 
functionality, keeping it a multimedia classroom. These upgrades will also 
happen in NIC 208, TLC 041, and TLC 045 soon. 

 Video conferencing: EP 202, EP 204, and TLC 022 will be upgraded over the 
summer. The EP rooms are already video conferencing but will get all new 
equipment while the TLC room is being added to this pool to provide a larger 
video conferencing space.
